Conifers 

 
Balsam Fir:  Abies balsamea (4 year seedlings) A longtime favorite Christmas tree due to its distinctive 
aroma, sturdy branches, symmetrical shape, and excellent needle retention.  The Balsam has flattened 
needles about 3/4 inches long and bright green on top.  Several birds including the ruffed grouse eat balsam 
seeds. Soil: moist, well-drained loams. Light: full sun. Height: 40 to 60 feet. 

Eastern White Pine:  Pinus strobus (3 year seedlings) A five needled pine, with soft, light green-blue 
needles, 4 inches long. One of the fastest growing landscape pines. A very handsome and ornamental 
specimen also makes a beautiful sheared hedge.  It can be easily restrained to manageable height by pruning. 
If using for screen or Christmas tree, shear when new growth appears.  Also widely used for Christmas trees 
and timber.  Soil: normal moist conditions but can tolerate dry rocky soil as well as wet, swampy areas.  
Light: full sun or shade. Height: 50 to 80’ with a 20 to 40’ spread. 

Northern White Cedar:  Thuja occidentalis (3-1 transplants) A medium-sized evergreen tree with scale 
like; flat foliage makes it a very popular tree for landscape, hedge and windbreak use.  Its pyramidal growth 
pattern is easily shaped.  Red squirrel and many songbirds consume its seeds. Soil: moist and loamy. Light: 
full or 1/2-day sun. Height: 40 to 50 feet. 

 

Wildlife/Songbird Shrubs and Trees 
 
Redosier Dogwood:  (Cornus sericea) This multi-stemmed, spreading shrub is excellent for massing in large 
areas.  White flowers in June and white berries in fall. Twigs turn red in winter, beautiful when framed by 
snow. Great root structure for holding soil on sloped areas. Very adaptable. Soil: thrives in wet soils. Light: 
full sun to partial shade. Height: 7 to 9 feet in height spreading to 10 feet or more. 

White Flowering Dogwood:   (Cornus florida) Deciduous spreading broadleaf having an excellent show of 
white blossoms in spring, and bright red berries in fall and winter.  Dark green foliage changes to red in fall. 
Suggested uses for this plant include border, specimen plant, naturalizing, and attracting wildlife. It is a low 
branching tree that spreads horizontally and has a semi-rounded top. The fruit is a bright scarlet, relished by 
birds, squirrels and other animals. Needs summer water. Best ornamental of all the natives growing in 
northern United States. Soil: well-drained acid soil with sufficient organic matter.  Light: Sun to partial 
shade.  Height: 20 to 30’ feet with a similar spread. 
Hungarian Lilac:  (Syringe josikaea) Exceptionally deep violet blooms compared to other lilacs.  Slightly 
fragrant flowers in narrow 4”-7” long clusters that bloom late May into June. Multi-stemmed with glossy, 
green leaves.  Makes a wonderful flowering screen, spaced 8 feet apart.   Soil: moist, well-drained soil. 
Light: full sun to partial shade. Height: 8 to 10 feet in height with a spread of 8 to 12 feet. 
American Elderberry: (Sambucus canadensis) A very vigorous fast growing multi-stemmed shrub. It is a 
good wetland plant.  Elderberry is grown in clusters of bluish-black berries, which appear in late summer. 
Fruit is good for jellies, wine and attracting birds; difficult to utilize in home landscape situations because it 
needs constant attention to maintain presentable condition; potential near wet areas, naturalizing effect and 
roadside plantings. Soil: Does best in moist soils although will tolerate dry soils. Light: sun to partial shade. 
Height: 5 to 12 feet with a spread of 6 to 8 feet. 
Serviceberry: (Amelanchier alnifolia) Shrub or small tree of erect stems, small flowers (3/4" diameter) with 
rounded leaves. Serviceberry blooms very well in the spring with purple edible berries in the summer. It can 
be found growing just about anywhere, along forest edges to open slopes and roadsides. Birds love the sweet 
berries which makes this a great choice as a wildlife shrub.  Soil:  prefers well draining soils and is very 
drought tolerant. Light: sun or shade. Height: 3 to 15 feet with a variable spread.  



 
Arrowwood: (Viburnum dentatum) Multi-stemmed dense shrub. Medium-fast growing. Arrowwood shrubs 
are flowering shrubs, bearing a white flower in spring.  In autumn, they bear not only attractive fall foliage 
but also bluish berries in clusters. Because they will tolerate wet soils, they are a good choice for areas of the 
yard that are too wet for many other plants. They attract several types of butterflies and provide the necessary 
cover to encourage wild bird activity. The wild birds will also eat the berries.  Soil: tolerate a range of soils, 
including wet soils. Light: Full sun to partial shade. Height: 6-15’ feet with a similar spread. 
American Filbert/Hazelnut: (Corylus americana) A deciduous multi-stemmed shrub with dark green 
leaves that forms a rounded thicket. Red-Orange in fall season. Quail, grouse, blue jays, squirrel and deer 
feed on various parts of the plant. Edible nuts. Best grown informally where it can spread such as natural 
areas, windbreak plantings and wildlife shelterbelts.  May also be used as a screen or at the back of a shrub 
border. Soil: well drained.  Light: full sun to part shade. Height: 10 to 16 feet with a spread of 8-13 feet.  

Witch Hazel: (Hamamelis virginiana) Native. Characteristic crooked branches producing a distinctive, large 
shrub with open form. Aromatic yellow flowers in the fall.  Growth rate is medium. Leaf color is medium 
green in summer yielding to good yellow in the fall. Soil: prefers moist soil. Light: sun or partial shade. 
Height: 20 to 30’in height by 20 to 25’ in spread but 15 to 20’ is more appropriate under landscape 
conditions.  
 

Hardwoods 

 
Paper White Birch: (betula papyrifera) A white-barked native deciduous tree has been nicknamed "Lady of 
the North American Forest." Open green foliage turns bright yellow in fall. The species is excellent when 
used in groupings or as a single specimen tree. Plant 3 to 5 seedlings together to create a clump. Soil: prefers 
well-drained, slightly acid sandy loam soils. Light: full sun. Height:  50 to 70 feet with a spread of 25 to 45 
feet. 
White Oak: (Quercus alba) Very imposing specimen when full grown, one of the most handsome oaks. 
Dark green leaves in summer, fall color varies from brown to a rich red to wine color and lasts for a long 
period of time. Growth rate is slow to medium, 12 to 15’ over a 10 to 12 year period. Prune in winter or early 
spring. A majestic tree for large areas.  The acorn is edible and eaten by many kinds of birds and mammals. 
Soil: moist, well-drained, prefer acid soils. Light: full sun.  Height: 50 to 80 feet with a spread of 100 feet. 

 

Apple Trees 
 
Rubinstar Jonagold:  A early coloring, early ripening quality red Jonagold. The size range of fruit is 
medium to large. Compact tree.  Deep bright color sets a new standard for Jonagold.  Outstanding flavor. 
Ripens early October. 
 

Crispin:  Bite into a Crispin for a great crunch and mouthful of sweet juice. A large yellow multi purpose 
apple. Vigorous tree resists powdery mildew. Excellent for eating, sauce, baking and freezing.  Crispin is 
also good for salads and pies. Self-fertility. This variety is known locally as Mutsu. 
 

Cortland:  Ripens late September-early October.  Widely grown, all-purpose, late McIntosh type apple. 
Crisp pure white flesh resists browning when cut.  Tart tangy flavor. Excellent for eating, cooking or cider. 
Vigorous tree is annually productive and starts bearing early. 



 
Fruits and Vegetables 

 
Patriot Blueberries:  (Early) A University of Maine release, Patriot has very large, dark blue berries. 
Extremely winter-hardy variety is upright, growing to a height of 4-6 feet.  Patriot is adapted to many 
different soil types and has performed better in heavier soil than some other varieties. 

Reka Blueberries:   (Mid-Season) New variety from New Zealand that is one of the fastest growing and 
most adaptable varieties. A very vigorous variety, it grows well in light sandy soils, peat and heavier clay 
loams and is more tolerant to wetter ground than many other varieties.  Berries are an attractive dark-blue 
color and the plant produces large crops.  
 
Blueray Blueberries:  (Mid-Season) Blueray is an early-midseason variety. The large, dark-blue berries, 
with sweet, high-quality flavor, make it an excellent choice for the home gardener.  The bush is vigorous, 
productive and winter hardy.  It grows to a height of 4 to 6 feet and is widely planted throughout the 
Northeast. 
 
Jewel Black Raspberries:  (Mid-Season) The most popular black raspberry variety.  Jewel produces 
excellent yields of superb-quality berries.  The fruit is glossy black in color, a large size and has a rich 
raspberry flavor.  It is an excellent choice for use in jams and jellies. Jewel is winter hardy and a very reliable 
choice. 
Jaclyn Raspberries:  (Everbearing) Jaclyn is quite vigorous and erect, growing to 4 to 5 feet tall. The fruit is 
of a distinct dark red when ripe.  Fruit is firm and exhibits less fruit rot and sunscald than other varieties. 
Flavor is sweet. Plant is field-resistant to many insects and diseases. Jaclyn should be planted for its early 
production of firm berries and its excellent flavor. 
 
Honeoye Strawberry:  (Early-Midseason) Large, easy to pick berries combined with high yields and a long 
fruiting season.  Honeoye is vigorous and very winter hardy.  Home gardeners appreciate its excellent 
freezing quality.  Optimum flavor is produced by growing this variety on medium to light soil. A #1 selling 
early mid-season variety. 

Sparkle Strawberry:  (Late-Midseason) The best berry for jam and freezing.  Sparkle has been well known 
for flavorful, high-quality, attractive fruit for over 60 years.  An extremely vigorous variety, do not allow the 
bed to become too thick and you'll be rewarded with a nice crop of tasty, medium-sized berries. Sparkle is an 
excellent choice for home gardeners.  

Seascape Strawberry:  (Everbearing) This everbearing variety has been highly successful for northeastern 
growers for summer and fall production.  The plants have the potential to be the most productive of any 
everbearing variety.  The berries are large, firm and have good flavor when picked ripe from the plant. 
Millennium Asparagus: Millennium has established itself as a very high-yielding, high quality hybrid.  
Millennium was named “Seed of the Year “in 2005.  
 
Pink Champagne Currant: This is the tastiest currant on the market for fresh eating.  Pink Champagne is a 
vigorous, upright bush, free of leaf diseases, with a beautiful translucent pink fruit.  Easy to grow and 
produces fruit of high quality and good flavor. 
 
Ben Sarek Black Currant:  Highly recommended for the home gardener.  Ben Sarek bushes are compact, 
approximately 3 feet in height at maturity, with high yields of large, easy-to-pick berries.  The fruit makes an 
excellent jam or jelly and is recommended for winemaking.  Highly resistant to White Pine Blister Rust. 
 



Tilden Strain Rhubarb:  The Tilden family has selected this strain for many years for its fine, red color.  
Tilden is not as upright in growing habit or as tall as some strains but the stalks are thin and attractive, the 
reddest of all rhubarb varieties. 

 
Conservation Pac 

Wild Flowers Pac:   2 each of Blazing Star-s, Cardinal Flower-s, Golden Poppy-sh, Red Trillium-sh and 
Spring Beauty-sh (Sun=s. Shade=sh)  

• Blazing Star- A 2-5’ tall spike of rayless rose purple closely set flower heads in August or September.   
Prefers moist rich soil and full sun.  

• Cardinal Flower – A 2-4’erect leafy stem with clusters of red flowers in July-October. Prefers moist 
rich soil and full sun.  

• Golden Poppy – A 12-18” spare stemmed plant with solitary yellow flower in March to May.  Prefers 
moist rich soil and full to partial shade.  

• Red Trillium – A 6-18” dense plant with erect clawed maroon to pinkish petals April to June. Prefers 
moist rich soil and full shade.   

• Spring Beauty- A 6-12” plant with loose clusters of pink to whitish flowers March to May.  Prefers 
moist rich soil and full to partial shade. 

Roses 
 
Therese Bugnet: (5-6 feet) Hardy Rugosa type hybrid.  Large double reddish pink flowers throughout 
summer until frost. 
 
Winnipeg Parks:  (3 ½ feet) Clusters open to medium red fading to deep pink, slightly fragrant, 3” semi-
double flowers recurrent during growing season.  Densely branched growth habit. Useful as specimen or 
bedding landscape rose in mass plantings. 
 
William Baffin:  (9 feet) Hardy climber.  Deep pink 2 ½ “double blooms in heavy clusters (up to 30). 
Slightly fragrant, recurrent flowering.  Strong arching canes.  Highly resistant to Black Spot and Powdery 
Mildew. 
 

Accessories 
Booster Pak Fertilizer Packets: 30 gram biodegradable planting packet. Provides a continuous supply of 
necessary plant nutrients in a balanced and steady rate improving both root and shoot development.  1 packet 
per 12” of plant height. 
Vispore Tree Mats: Stops weeds for 3 years, mats are 3’x3’ and block 92% of the sunlight to kill existing 
weeds and grasses. Over 400 microfunnels cover each square inch of the mat that allows water to trickle 
through the soil.  

Plantskydd Repellent: Animal repellent developed in Sweden and now made in USA from 100% natural 
ingredients.  It is non-toxic and is not harmful to animals or the environment when used as directed. Proven 
effective in extensive field trials against deer, elk, moose, rabbits and opossum. 
Viterra Agri-gel:  Super absorbent formulation which, added to water, forms slurry. Used as a root dip prior 
to planting, slurry will cling to the roots and act as a reservoir of water for plants. Rate: 1 ounce/gallon of 
water.
